The storm is now heading for Mexico and it's feared that the popular tourist spot of Cancun will be affected. Thousands of Cubans have been sitting out the storm in government shelters. There are fears that the heavy rain could lead to widespread flooding. Ivan has also caused havoc in Grenada, Venezuela, the Dominican Republic, Tobago, Jamaica and the Cayman Islands. 
	


More than 60 people are feared to have died as a result of the hurricane. It has gone down as one of the strongest storms in history and officials say it's difficult to predict exactly where it will go next.

This might blow you away, but Britain is one of the tornado capitals of the world, according to research. Scientists found that more than 100 tornadoes hit the UK each year - more than in the US and the rest of Europe. Most are not reported because they go unseen. Leeds University researchers used weather centre info to work out where they thought tornadoes happened. When they matched it to where tornadoes had been sighted, they found their model was 86% accurate. It led them to conclude that, while 20 to 30 tornadoes are reported in the UK each year, the real number is actually five times higher. 

A tornado is a fast-moving column of air which usually makes a funnel shape coming up from the ground. Britain might have more tornadoes, but they are bigger and faster in other countries and often cause widespread destruction.

The idea is that people will identify themselves as belonging to one of the categories more than the others (e.g. I feel more of a Northerner than a Yorkshireman/Englishman/Brit/European/guy from Leeds/the suburb of Roundhay, even though I am technically all of these - this puts me in the “Region” category). Explain which you fit into, and why. Then do a survey of the group, asking each to explain a little. Discuss:

· What defines where you are from? Is it where you were born? Where your parents are from? Where most of your family is from? Where you grew up? How you feel?

My mother was adopted into a British family so I’ve got quite a strong British background, really. My grandparents are like from Yorkshire and the Midlands and that so I’m used to like steak and kidney pies and stuff like that. But my dad came from Vietnam. He originally studied in France but he ended up in England, he trained to be a dentist here. My parents met over here and I was born here.

A lot of people think that Chinese people only work in takeaways and restaurants, and that’s another obvious stereotype, because a lot of us work in quite good, well-paid jobs, and we’re working quite well, and we’re integrated within the British community now.
