Semester 1, 2004-2005

Teacher Pack for Instructors: WEBB, O’CALLAGHAN

This course is designed to improve pronunciation, fluency and grammatical accuracy in spoken English following Business English thematic in a positive and encouraging classroom atmosphere.

Goals:

· To foster and encourage the spontaneous use of the English language, in the classroom, the business world and in everyday spoken situations

· To develop language skills and analytical ability in English

· To further develop oral presentation skills in the classroom or in any business situation

· To improve English comprehension, and enrich and broaden student vocabulary

· To expose students to a number of varied accents in the English speaking world

Activities: Student Participation is ESSENTIAL

· Role-plays based on audio/visual or written materials, or oral instruction
· Improvisational scenarios

· Classroom discussions based on various topics gleamed from business materials

· Group-work with a definite goal, with both in class and out of class assignments

· Interactive activities, led by the instructor and the students

· Thoughtful, intelligent oral feedback given in response to posed questions, comments or audio/visual aids, and instructor feedback at the end of each class
· Analysis of multi-media materials

· Creation of CV’s/Resumes and in-class oral assignments based on these

· 10 minute individual student presentations based on a semester group project dealing with tourism in Nice

· Internet searches to find information to be used in class

· One-on-one conversations between students with instructor feedback

· Fun, positive games with encouragement by both the instructor and fellow students

· Positive and stimulating debates centered around audio/visual materials

Evaluation- each student will be individually evaluated as follows:

(The grades will be on a scale of 1-20)

· PARTICIPATION -Weekly grades from 1-20 will be given for each and every classroom activity; this will count for 50% of the semester grade

       So, what constitutes good participation?

       •  coming to class on time and prepared

•  volunteering for activities

       •   listening to others when they speak

•  making an effort

       •  not being afraid to look or sound silly

•  speaking in English!

-This includes an extreme effort on the individual student’s part to participate in all that is done in class…the key words are TRY and EFFORT! 

-ATTENDANCE is essential and graded…points will be deducted for classes missed. The only way to improve spoken English is to actually speak, so attendance and speaking are mandatory!

-Group work is included in class participation. Each student is expected to fully participate in all activities, not leaving it up to the others to lead. We should encourage and entice our fellow classmates to fully participate and feel positively involved in all activities. 

-Class discussions, role-plays and debates are part of this grade as well. Not only is the grade based on speaking, but on polite listening and encouragement as well.

-The instructor is there to facilitate and manage an encouraging classroom atmosphere, but this cannot be accomplished without the complete and utter involvement and participation of the students in every class activity.
· Project and Presentation: 50% of the final grade

-Each student will be expected to participate in a group project that will involve both in-class and out of class work. The groups will be determined the first day of class, and will remain for the entire semester. 

-Included in this group project will be individual presentations by each student. These will be based on the research and work done by the group on the chosen topic. 

-This should be a fun learning experience that involves all aspects of spoken English. The project and presentations will be explained more fully later in the syllabus.
Course Outline

This course will promote the improvement of oral English language skills through many weekly activities created to involve and entice the students’ participation. Through constructive, regular and positive feedback, the instructor will encourage student interaction, involvement, and most importantly, improvement in spoken English. Vocabulary will be broadened, language and problem-solving skills will increase dramatically, and the use of spontaneous English will rise.

Group Projects and Individual Presentations: 3LEA

Instructors: Webb and O’Callaghan

Semester 1, 2004

Group Project: Tourism in France
· This project will be worked on continuously throughout the semester with the final grade reflecting both the finished group product and the individual presentations.

· Each group will consist of 3-4 individuals; the one definitive criteria being that at least one member of the group has Internet access. This is extremely important for research.

· Topics may vary.  This should be a fun and educational experience, but should be relevant to the topic of Tourism in France.

· The finished product will consist of a BROCHURE including pictures, articles, editorials, advertisements, charts, tables, and anything else creative you may think to include pertaining to the subject.

· Each group will essentially be PROMOTING a city in France. Why would an English-speaking person want to visit a certain city or region of this beautiful country? You may choose any city or region that you find particularly interesting. Here are some questions to think about when working:

· Why do people come to your city/region?

· What do they do when they are there?

· Is it the prefect place to come, or are there some disadvantages?

· Why do you think/feel people would want to visit your city/region of France?

· What are the most positive features?

· Discuss the following:

· Historic sites

· Beaches and the coastline

· The countryside

· Wildlife

· The host community’s culture

· Good restaurants

· Great places to shop

· Museums

· Safety

· Transport

· Hotels/hostels/housing

· Leisure activities

· You will need to look at examples of brochures found in your local tourism office, local library, on-line, or in travel bookshops. (But, be warned this should be your own creation!) 

· You are essentially writing a brochure that will entice someone to visit a city or region that you love. Think about vacations you have taken. What sort of tourism brochures intensified your desire to visit a certain place?

· Be as creative as you possibly can be! Make your fellow classmates and your instructors want to visit your beautiful city!

· The brochure must include each of the following, but of course, may contain much more! All the better to please your English-speaking tourists (and your instructor!)

· At least 4 different articles, or paragraphs of 100 words (WRITTEN BY INDIVIDUALS IN THE GROUP, NOT COPIED FROM OUTSIDE SOURCES) describing different aspects of your chosen city/region.

· At least 4 pictures or photographs showing the benefits of the city

· A map of the city/region or a famous part of it

· Factual information

· A list of at least 10 definitive facts pertaining to the city/region such as: number of inhabitants, food specialties, prices of tourist attractions etc.

*Working with the 4LEA class, an attempt will be made to have one article of the brochure be put on an on-line site for others to read. We will work on this together.

****There will be a short group presentation of your hard work and effort the 9th week of class.*****(after the individual presentations have finished)

**THE FINISHED GROUP PROJECT IS DUE THE WEEK OF JANUARY 3-7, 2005

Individual Presentations

Each member of the group will give a 10-minute presentation that is related to the group project. It is completely at your discretion to decide who will discuss which aspect of the city/region. I want you to enjoy this presentation, so choose something that struck you as interesting and fun. You may talk about one aspect or many. If you particularly liked the restaurants that you found, by all means discuss them. If you were intrigued by the countryside or the vineyards, by the glorious beaches, or by the chateaus near the city, discuss them. Your speech must contain factual information that you have researched while working on the group project. You will also need to prepare class discussion topics about your presentation. This discussion will take place directly after your presentation. We will fully discuss the aspects of a complete and wonderful oral presentation in class. But, always feel free to come discuss any part of the project or the presentation with your instructor!

*And, most importantly, please come verify the topic of your individual presentation in advance with your instructor. The topic must be approved!!! Please do this by the 3rd week of class!

60 minute Weekly Lesson Plan for 3rd LEA, Webb and O’Callaghan

Week  1


Date: October 25-29, 2004

Goals and Focus for today’s class:

· to introduce all students to each other and to the instructor

· to discern the various levels of the students and prepare accordingly

· to have all students speak at least once

· to explain the goals and expectations of the course

· i.e.-the project and the presentation

Materials needed:

· board marker

· introduction questionnaire

· syllabi, copies for each student

· class roll-to learn names and for a class list

· questionnaire to introduce group work and class discussion 

· sign-up sheet for semester project groups

Warm-Up Activity: (to be done as soon as class starts to get students speaking)

· Duration time: 5-6 minutes
· Class introductions: introduce yourself and tell 2 interesting facts about yourself

i.e.- “Hello my name is Miss Webb, and I am from Virginia. My favorite movie is ‘The Little Mermaid,’ and I have a poodle named Ariel.”

· Try to use different expressions for different students

· “Hello, my name is…”

· “It is very nice to meet you.”

· “I’d like to introduce myself.”

· “Hi Mike, this is Sharon, and I would like to also present Kimberly.”

· “I am…”

· “This is …”

· “And you are?”

1st Activity:

· Duration time: 15 minutes

· Syllabus Presentation and Explanation of evaluation, projects and presentations-read the syllabus aloud to make sure they understand what is expected of them

· What do they expect from a good teacher?

· What do we expect from them as good students?

· These will help to continue the free speaking

· Make sure all is clear and ask if they have any questions

· Explain that this course will be a business-based course with activities relating to many aspects of the business world

2nd Activity:

· Duration Time: 2 minutes
· Have students choose their partners for the semester project; remind them that these will be their groups for the entire semester

· Make sure that at least one student has access to the internet in each group

· Have students sign the sheet as a record of the groups

· Make groups according to class size; hopefully there will be at least 3-4 per group

3rd Activity:

· Duration time: 15 minutes
· Pass out the student questionnaire and have students take 3 minutes to fill it out (collect these to observe levels of written English)

· Ask them to form pairs and answer this question together orally-a small presentation-5 to 7 minutes to prepare

“What are my personal goals for this course to help me in my future career?”

· Have each pair of students stand and tell about their partner’s response; this will continue with the introductory theme of the day, 5 to 7 minutes

4th Activity: Class Discussion 

· Discuss the various careers that are of interest to the students; why have they chosen the business world?

· Is the English language an absolute must to be successful in today’s job market?

Feedback and correction of mistakes either orally or board work:

· To reinforce some common mistakes, have the students orally correct the following sentences and word groups: (you may write them on the board or call them out.) You may also, and I encourage you to, use incorrect sentences from class.

She said me that…

I made an interview with…

I am going to explain you how to do that.

I’m very interesting in this subject.

I worked for this bank during four years.

She learned me about this company.

Caroline talks another language.

Review of today’s lesson: (time permitting)

· Reinforce the need for polite introduction 

· Ask for questions and/or concerns

Week  2


Date: Nov. 1-5, 2004

Goals and Focus for today’s class: 

· Examine past work experience of the students (what sorts of jobs and careers they are interested in)

· Future career plans

· Keep discerning levels of English by reading articles 

· Discuss the project in depth and answer any questions; must have plans made by next class period

· Very important: sign up sheets for individual presentations to figure out how many days will be needed- I hope to begin them Week 6 (4 presentations, 20 minutes discussion)
Materials needed:

· Board markers 

· Cartoon p 186 Starting Up for warm-up activity (little girl watering the money plant)

· Article p20 Starting Up for class discussion/debate (Identify Your Positive Skill After a Start up Failure)

· Article p75 Starting Up for the role-play

· Sign up sheet for individual presentations

Warm-Up Activity: (to be done as soon as class starts to get students speaking)

· Duration time: 5-6 minutes
· This is a cartoon depicting a small girl watering plants on the 200 euro bill

· This will be a simple interpretation for the students

· What do they think of this cartoon?

· Have them work in pairs for a few minutes to discuss and then short presentations can be given with a short debate to follow.

· This is simply to get the students talking and comfortable. There are no real right or wrong answers to this.

1st Activity:

· Duration time: 20-30 minutes

· Role-Play
· This is to get the students more and more comfortable with each other and with speaking 
· Should be a fun exercise
· They should be in pairs
· Have them take either the role of the interviewer or the interviewee
· Continuing with the job and money theme, have this be a McDonalds, Quick, or Pizza Hut
· Look to the article for assistance if they need it
· Have them treat this as an interview: it may be helpful to write down the questions, and YES, they may use notes for this when speaking!
What is the interviewer looking for? What qualities? What sort of person?

What can the interviewee offer? What are his/her talents?

· This should be fun, so tell the students that this is pretend and it is basically questions and answering.

· Have them prepare for 5-10 minutes and then present each interview to the class

2nd Activity:

· Duration Time: however long it takes, but leave time for feedback on the board

· Feedback from the students on the interview process

· What sorts of questions are essential?

· What would they like to be asked in an interview situation?

· What sorts of things would make an interview situation more comfortable?

3rd Activity:

· Duration time: only time-permitting, 10-15 minutes

· Article, Identify Your Positive Skill After a Start up Failure
· Take a few minutes to read and then class discussion

· What is this article discussing?

· How do they feel about this the work force?

· Do they feel finding a job will be a difficult process after college life?

· What are some ways you can prepare to have future prospective employers see you in a positive light?

Feedback and correction of mistakes either orally or board work

· This should be board work

· As they are presenting their interview sketches, please jot down errors, and then write them on the board to be orally corrected

· This will only serve to reinforce correct speech

· If it will help, have the students copy down the errors as well

Review of today’s lesson:

· This week is mainly a chance for the students to get to know each other and to feel comfortable speaking in front of each other. They need to know that everyone makes mistakes, but it is the effort that is essential. This may be a good time for us to chat about the level of English the students are on and how to continue their improvement.

60 minute Weekly Lesson Plan for 3rd LEA, Webb and O’Callaghan

Week  3


Date: Nov. 8-12, 2004

Goals and Focus for today’s class:

· Finish preparation for the final project

· Make sure they have cleared all individual presentation topics with you

· Debating

· Future employment

· Qualities and characteristics employers are looking for

Materials needed:

· Short document, Your Fist Big Job: Selling Yourself p26
· Article Starting Up, Job Mobility is Priority for Younger Workers p8
· Explanation of role-play: firing someone
Warm-Up Activity: (to be done as soon as class starts to get students speaking)

· Duration time: 5-6 minutes
· Break into pairs, try to have them work with someone new
· Relating back to last week’s class, have them read the short document, Your First Big Job Selling Yourself 
· Have them introduce one another, listing a few reasons that the other would be the perfect candidate for a job in the business world, let’s say as Head of Public Relations at Microsoft

· This should be quick and fun, just make up several talents and some job experience.

· Again, just to get them speaking at the beginning of class

· Pose the question at the end… “Why do you suppose it is necessary to truly be oneself in a job interview?”

1st Activity:

· Duration time: 20-25 minutes

· Role-Play
· As the head of an extremely successful bank in London, one student has the often unpleasant task of firing someone who is not doing his job properly
· Put them in pairs and have them prepare a scene dealing with the firing of an employee
· “What did this employee do wrong?”
· “Why is he being fired?”
· there should be reasons given for this and then the person getting fired needs to contest this decision
· Why should he/she be kept on in the company? 
· Why did he do whatever it was?
· Is there an excuse for this action?
· This really should be a fun activity
· Have them be as creative as they can be
· What is the outcome of this situation?
· It can go either way-Do they get to stay on with the company, or are they gone
· Ask if any of them have seen the Apprentice with Donald Trump?
2nd Activity:

· Duration Time: 10-15 minutes

· Article Starting Up, Job Mobility is Priority for Younger Workers p8
· “How important is a college degree?”
· Do they know much about the differences in the American and European forms of education?
· Is an education necessary to be very successful in the work place?
· Do they know anyone in the work place who is doing fine without an education?
· How do they feel their own educations will help them in the work force? 
· Do they foresee true job security?
3rd Activity:

· Duration time: do not think will be needed

Feedback and correction of mistakes either orally or board work

· Again, it would be wonderful to write corrections of their sentences on the board and have them correct them

· This will require jotting down errors during the role-plays

Review of today’s lesson:

This is a good continuation of the job search theme. They will all need to be thinking about their futures and how best to prepare themselves for whatever career they plan on pursuing. They need to think about what characteristics and qualities a potential employer will be looking for.

Week  4


Date: Nov. 15-19, 2004

Goals and Focus for today’s class:

· Discussion of tourism to be linked to project

· All activities focusing on this

· Why is tourism important to a city/ country’s economy?

· Telephone etiquette

· Important: have them bring a copy of their CV or at least a draft for interviews next week
Materials needed:

· Short, funny article p24 in Tourism book for warm-up discussion

· Calvin and Hobbes cartoon p 50 tourism book

Warm-Up Activity: (to be done as soon as class starts to get students speaking)

· Duration time: 5-6 minutes
· Article p24 of tourism book
· Have them read and then discuss
· “What would they do in a similar situation?”
· “Does this seem possible?”
· “What do they think the women did after discovering they were in the wrong country?”
1st Activity:

· Duration time: 20-30 minutes

· Role-Play

· Travel agent and customer

· This role-play will have 2 different parts:

· 1st- a telephone conversation between the travel agent and the customer to set up a meeting time-this is important for any polite business phone call

· use any of the following list to help: polite telephone etiquette in business world

· “May I speak with…?”

· “Sorry could you repeat that…”

· “May I get back to you on that when we meet?”

· “Hold on a moment, please.”

· “I’ll just put you on hold.”

· “Sorry to keep you waiting.”

· “Please call back at a later time.”

· “Let’s meet on Friday at 3:00.”

· 2nd- the actual meeting between the travel agent and the client
· the only criteria being that the travel agent will receive money for the people he/she sends on a tour of Antarctica for 2 weeks, and the client wants to go somewhere warm with a beach. Have them politely discuss back and forth the reasons for the choices and why each destination is the best for a vacation. Give the benefits of each destination, and have them work out a compromise, or politely decline the help of the travel agent.
2nd Activity:

· Duration Time: 10 minutes

· Negative impacts of tourism
· Do you feel that tourism has negative impacts on countries and cities?

· Debate

· Discuss in relation to Calvin and Hobbes cartoon 

· How do locals feel about tourists coming into their country/city?

3rd Activity:

· Duration time: 10 minutes

· With a partner, list important telephone skills that will be needed in their careers
· Answer the following questions
· “What impression do you want your clients to have of you?”
· “What is the impression they should receive of your firm/business?”
· “How can you give this impression over the phone?”
4th activity:

· Quickly have them answer the following questions orally

· “The line went dead and the person you were speaking to calls back. You say…”

· “You’re on the phone, but need to get a file from the office next door. You say…”

· “You need an hour to get all of the information together for a client. You say…”

Feedback and correction of mistakes either orally or board work

· this should still be the correction of sentences or words they have mispronounced on the board…by now this should be routine for them and you

Review of today’s lesson:

· this is mainly a day of telephone etiquette, but based around tourism which will hopefully entice them to begin working diligently on their projects.

Date: Nov. 22-26, 2004

Goals and Focus for today’s class: 

· Begin diligently planning the presentations
· These start next week (though reiterate the fact that the group presentations are not due until after Christmas break)
· What is a good, solid, complete and interesting presentation?
· Interviews: what to do and say
· Need their CV’s
Materials needed:

· Worksheets detailing a great presentation

· Student CV’s

· Worksheets detailing a good CV-though they should already have this information from other classes

· P13 tourism book

· P14 tourism book, CV’s for warm-up

Warm-Up Activity: (to be done as soon as class starts to get students speaking)

· Duration time: 5-6 minutes
· CV discussion

· Read the CV handed out (p14), and answer the questions at the top of the page aloud

1st Activity:

· Duration time:10-15 minutes

· Go over the points and tips for a good, solid oral presentation-have them give their input as well
· Act out some of “what not to do” during a presentation
· Lack of eye contact, mumbling, reading straight from the page etc.
· Answer any questions or concerns they have pertaining to the presentations
2nd Activity:

· Duration Time: probably the rest of the class

· Mock Interviews: these should be fun, but they will need their CV’s to complete this interview process

· Have them come up with the questions that should be asked

· Working with a partner, use actual future career interests to plan an interview scenario

· What is the employer looking for, and why is the prospective employee good

 
for the job?

· Time permitting, have them switch roles and redo the scene

3rd Activity:

· Duration time: probably will not need

Feedback and correction of mistakes either orally or board work

· This should definitely be guided by the interview

· What mistakes were made in the interview process…anything from grammar to posture will help them tremendously
Review of today’s lesson:

· CV’s and the interview process

· Mock interviews are a must in this course

· Individual presentations begin next week

· These are extremely important for the grade

· Duration time: probably not needed, but if time remaining, a game should be played to take off stress from the presentations

Feedback and correction of mistakes either orally or board work: 

· Continue as before, and make corrections on the board if time allows… you can casually jot down sentences as the presentations are being given

· In a perfect world, all will go as planned, but if not, and the presentations are not going smoothly, please feel free to moderate or change as needed

Goals and Focus for today’s class:

· Short 5-7 minutes each

· Reiterate that these should be positive and fun 
3rd Activity:

· Duration time: remainder of class
· Class discussion about the projects

· “Where do you all want to visit?”

· Anything here will work

Feedback and correction of mistakes either orally or board work: 

· same as always

· corrections from the group presentations
