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                           Quick Help Guide for:

The following function buttons are typically used on one student at a time.  You must first choose a student computer by clicking on it [image: image9.jpg]


 before selecting the function button.

It is advised you have all student desks grouped under a single colour (red, green, blue, or yellow) before starting (see instructions in teacher pack).
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Intercom:
Click to converse with student.

(You can hear them, they can hear you.)
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    Écoute discrète:
Click to listen to student.




(They can NOT hear you.)
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Élève vers enseignant:  Click to converse with student.  

In this mode, the student sees your 

“enseignant” screen.



     (You can hear them, they can hear you.)
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Élève vers élève:
(Not used in this class.) Click this icon then click 

on two students.  They will now be able to 

converse.  Student 2 will be able to see and 

   have control of Student 1’s computer.
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Parler:

Click this, then click the multi-coloured box to 

talk to all students through microphone.



(You can’t hear them.) 



Other Tips:

*To de-select a mode, click on the icon again.

*Make sure intercom speakers (between computers 1 and 2) are turned OFF (otherwise program will NOT work).

*If you like, you can have students call you when they need your help.  At each student station, there is a button underneath the computer desk.  When pressed, you will see an exclamation mark (!) on your “pilotage” screen on the computer station of the student who called you.  Use the Intercom button to talk with him/her.
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*You can control a student’s computer by clicking on this button:   

You may want to use this to show a student what to do, or to help a student with his/her transcript.  (You use the keyboard and mouse of the “student” computer, far left.)
