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Mozilla Webpage Editing Tutorial

a.k.a. The “Work it, sista!” Tutorial

To edit an existing webpage or create a new one from an existing one:

1. Access the webpage and press Ctrl+E (or click on File menu, “Edit Page”)

2. The composer window will come up.  You can now do any editing you like.

3. Publish your modifications by clicking on the “Publish” button.  If you want to publish it as a different webpage from the original one, or it doesn’t publish automatically, click on File menu, “Publish As…” and follow these steps:

4. Make sure the “site name” is “Oral English”

5. Name your page (page title), your filename (this is the actual page address name, ex. index.html or pubnight.htm) and set the site subdirectory* (ex. go/EngSoc).  Make sure “Include images and other files” is NOT clicked.

In case you need this information, under the settings tab:

Site Name: Oral English

Publishing address: ftp://hivaoa.unice.fr/
HTTP address of your homepage: http://www.unice.fr/OralEnglish/
*N.B.!: The site subdirectory specifies the LOCATION of your new site (i.e., the subfolders that come after the homepage address: http://www.unice.fr/OralEnglish/). Be careful deciding where to publish your page, lest you put it in a cryptic subfolder or worse yet DELETE existing pages by accident!!!  If you are uncertain as to where your page should go, browse the ftp server using WS_FTP or similar.  Be especially careful when publishing an “index.html” page as every folder and subfolder has an index.html page!!

To create a new webpage from scratch:

Open the composer window by clicking on the “pen & paper” icon in the bottom left-hand corner of the Mozilla window.  A blank page will open.  You can create your page, and publish it as above.



You may soon discover that Mozilla still has many bugs and problems with its page composer program.  However, frustrations aside, results can be achieved.  Make sure you learn the basics, that is, how to:

· Make links

· Add pictures

· Work with tables

· Modify and add simple text

Once you learn these basics, you’re on your way to being a supa-stah web-designin’ pro!

· Adding and deleting files, pictures, websites, folders (= uploading to the server)

· Moving existing files, pictures, websites, folders on the server

· Downloading files, pictures, websites, folders from the server (= backing up the website)

Finally, keep our server tidy; use subfolders!
