1LCE Presentation Guidelines
Every student will take part in a presentation this term, either individually or in pairs. The presentation is based on one section of your portfolio.

This means that if you decide to work in pairs, you and your partner should agree on which portfolio section you will both complete. You work on the portfolio section individually, and then work on the presentation together. You should try to divide the presentation so you speak for equal amounts of time.
Your presentation must include an interactive activity to involve the rest of the class in a creative and engaging way. This could take the form of:

· a structured debate on one of the issues you raise during your presentation. You could invent a role for each student, split the class into two sides and lead the debate, or give them questions to discuss in smaller groups and then find out what each group agreed.
· a game or speaking activity based around the subject of your presentation. For example, if you choose the music option, you could invent a game based around song titles, or for the drama club option, you could lead a short drama activity for the class.

· a quiz on a subject related to your portfolio option. You could split the students into groups, or ask them to quiz each other in pairs, or you could ask questions to the class. Think about how you can get the students to participate as much as possible.

· another activity of your choice. If you are unsure whether your idea is suitable, talk to your lecteur about it.

You must also prepare a handout to follow during your presentation, with enough copies for the rest of the class. This could include:

· key points of your presentation.

· pictures or short pieces of text that you refer to during the presentation.
· instructions for your interactive activity.

Your presentation should last 15 – 20 minutes if you are working as a pair, or 10 – 15 minutes if you are working individually. This includes the interactive activity.

Remember:
· Your presentation should be structured, and consist of three sections:-  an introduction, the main body of presentation, and the conclusion.  
· You must not read out your presentation from a piece of paper, or try to memorise it. You may prepare minimal notes to look at, but you should prepare to speak naturally to the group about your subject.
· Speak clearly and make eye contact with your classmates.

· Feel free to use the board.

· Make sure you have practiced and timed your presentation thoroughly before coming to class.
