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Goals for listening classes in 1LEA are:

· to expose students to language spoken by speakers of different varieties, and in a range of contexts

· to foster the use of techniques for listening in natural speech contexts

However, in addition, the goal for this SPEAKING CLASS is:

To improve fluency in oral expression by providing extensive practice in spoken English.

In the first two Speaking Classes, students will participate in activities to practice speaking in front of a group and develop ideas about how to prepare their paired presentations.  In particular, during Speaking Classes WEEK 1 & 2 students will sign up for a specific date with their partner to give their presentation.  You should discuss your presentation ideas with your lecteur in advance.

There are 3 parts to your presentation:

Introduction:  Each pair of students should pick a topic for their presentation from the list of Speaking Topic Ideas in their syllabus. Be creative with introducing your topic to your classmates!!  Think of some way to catch the interest of your audience!  Show your lecteur and your classmates how interesting your and your command of the English language can be!!

Body:  You MAY NOT read your presentation word for word.  You may use note card with an outline only.  Your presentation itself should be around 4 minutes.  Be prepared to write keywords, main points and vocab on the board to help the class follow you.  EACH PARTNER MUST PRESENT AN EQUAL AMOUNT OF TIME.

YOU WILL BE GRADED INDIVIDUALLY.

Concluding Interactive Activity:  After your presentation, you must create some kind of interactive communicative activity for your classmates.  The goal of this activity is to get your classmates to speak in English to you/your partner and to each other and to confirm their understanding of the material your presented.  Again, be creative!!  This activity may last no longer than 6-7 minutes start to finish! Be organized, plan thoroughly and have all your materials ready.

Bring in any illustrations, pictures, objects, etc that you think will help you in your presentation –introduction included.

Make your presentation interesting and your classmates will do the same for you!!
